· In 1821, Jean Bouey bought the family’s first vines in the heart of the Médoc.
· His descendants, running down through the Bouey and Delhomme lines, would branch out into every part of the vine-growing business and take positions in some of the most prestigious estates in the Médoc. 
· In 1958, creation of Maison Bouey by Roger Bouey and his 2 sons (Serge & André).
· Maison Bouey is one of the last independent, family-owned wine trading companies left in Bordeaux (such as Ballande et Meneret, Schröder & Schÿler, Maison Sichel, Maison Salin, Maison Ginestet…).

· The sole shareholders are Patrick and Jacques Bouey, ensuring the family retains total control.

· Yann (Patrick’s son), the 7th generation of the Bouey Family joined the business in 2019. 
· Team of 60 people, 12 people in the vineyards, and 48 in wine trading activity.

· We strive to protect and nurture the earth and our biodiversity.
· We maintain our eco-system with Forest on our lands and we have chased since 2017 any artificial chemicals. 
· We are certified HVE level 3 since 2017. HVE 3 takes into account four criteria: 
· Management of water, pesticides, biodiversity and soil fertility.  
· We try to be innovative with the use of new techniques such as: 

· Low-sulfite approach (we produce wine without sulfite)

· Test with amphora (we bought in 2021 2 amphora to age our wines and make some tests) 
· Cuvees with whole bunch vinifications (we are among the very first in Bordeaux to produce a cuvée “Erravimus” with whole bunch vinification in Bordeaux)

· Stéphane is one of the most acclaimed oenologist in Bordeaux.
· He has more than 40 years of experiences in Bordeaux and abroad. 
· He consults some of the most famous Chateaux in Bordeaux like Smith Haut Lafitte, Carmes de Haut Brion, Chateau La Gaffeliere, Clos Fourtet, Domaine de Chevalier, just to name a few! 
· In the US he consults for the famed Rubicon vineyard for Inglenook in Napa.

· Stéphane met the Bouey family in the late 90’s. 

· He is now today the wine consultant for the seven Chateaux and the most iconic brands of the family.
· The wines he crafts for the Bouey Family are exquisite, modern, elegant and sensual - in sharp contrast to the many over-extracted and wood-heavy wines made to please overseas critics.

· All year long, Stéphane Derenoncourt works in partnership with Pierre-Olivier Larrieu (BOUEY Family’s technical director and former cellar master at the prestigious Chateau Leoville Las Cases), to produce the best wines possible. 

BOUEY FAMILY: OUR SEVEN UNIQUE TERROIRS, THE REAL TREASURE IN OUR CHATEAUX

· The Bouey Family and Stéphane Derenoncourt work together on these seven Château estates and apply methods whose focus is the earth itself.

· Here in the Médoc, Cabernet Sauvignon and Merlot are by far the dominant grape varieties, with the occasional plot of Petit Verdot and Cot, otherwise known as Malbec. 
· Each Château, and sometimes each individual plot, has its own identity. Indeed, we value plot by plot approach, as the most prestigious estates.  
· The complexity of the Medoc enables the family to produce wines with identity, by being terroir-driven and gentle with nature. 
· The same care is taken for the other wines made by the Family. 
· We promote green growing practices with long term partners. 
· Every year, BOUEY Family wines are much acclaimed and receive awards in major international competitions, plus plaudits from the most prominent critics and regular listings in prestigious retailers, restaurants and airlines.

· They selected Maison Bouey to collaborate on a range of wines called “COLORS inspired by Pantone.” 
· The concept’s simple: Choose your rosé by its color.
· Maison Bouey and the American company have selected two Pantones (719 and 721) to produce two wines whose colors match accordingly: Colors 719 – IGP Mediterranean rosé – Mainly Grenache & Colors 721 – AOP Bordeaux rosé – Mainly Merlot.
